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This study deals with the problem of cognitive atheism
that followed the Age of Enlightment in Europe. This

The study also reviews examples of the literature

The study recommends teach
philosophy, in its various eras and trends, and include it in
the educational curricula considering it a part of the
cognitive structure for the coming generations. And the
study suggests stablish university chairs that are
concerned with the philosophy of religion and its
epistemological studies, and attract specialists in various
fields. Also, to send students abroad for higher studies in
these fields of specialty.
