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A group of diabetic petients living in an Arabian community were matched by sex and
age with a nondiabetic control group. Examingion for periodontad daus and denta
caies was caried out on the mached pars Diabetics exhibited more gingiva
inflanmation and increased probing depths when compared with age/sex-matched
controls. The caries experience of diabetic patients was higher than that of norma
groups. The findings of this sudy highlight the urgent need to develop a preventive
dentd program for digbetic patients so as to minimize their experience of dentd
diseese.
