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Study Abstract

This study adopted the descriptive methodology which aimed at identifying relatively poor
families and identify their social, economic and demographic characteristics through their saving and
spending methods and strategies, as well as consumer awareness, and expenditure aspects of the
relatively poor families, and then link them to some social, economic and demographic variables such
as (job rank, number of years of service - total family income, family head level of education, type and
ownership of housing, number of family members). This was achieved through the opinions of the
sample members of the study obtained from the questions of the study and its themes. Some of the
research questions which assist in identifying the difference between families of the study sample. The
social survey method was used by applying the study tool to a sample of 394 individuals all are drawn
from Ministries in Riyadh their occupational rank is grade level seven and below. A number of
statistical methods were used to process the study data using SPSS program.
A number of findings were reached. It was found that the majority of sample members hold University
Degrees and are Family Heads the members of their families whose numbers are five individuals to less
than ten. In their monthly income, they depend on the salary of the Family Head, the total of which
ranged between Seven thousand Riyals and less than nine thousand Riyals monthly. The percentage of
consumption of the majority of families is about 75% of the total monthly income, and the vast
majority of the study sample does not possess houses. The study also revealed conflicting results with
regard to consumer awareness as a result of the fact that most of the consumption of poor families is
on food. The study also found that family spending strategies in the study society are good. The study
also revealed that the saving culture of the families understudy has declined significantly. The study
also showed that monthly household expenditure is low for all needs, except the two most important

basic needs: food and clothing.
